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GROVE FARM — Craft Fair 2026
Vendor Application, Rules and Product Guidelines:

Vendors at Grove Farm craft fair events must adhere strictly to the following rules and product qualification guidelines. These rules are in place to uphold event integrity, support local artisans, and ensure all items offered are genuine, vendor-made crafts.

1. Handmade/Vendor-Created Items Only
All products displayed and sold must be handmade or created by the vendor or their direct creative collaborators. This includes design, creation, and production.

2. No Reselling/Wholesale
Resale of wholesale or commercially purchased products is prohibited.

3. Product Description Requirement
A detailed description of crafting products is required. Items not listed on the application must be pre-approved before the event.

4. Fees
Event fees are $30 per craft fair event, due one month prior. Fees are non-refundable and non-transferable. Payment accepted: cash or check only, payable to Grove Farm Company. Returned checks incur a $35 fee.
*Prepaid vendors for all six events are guaranteed the same vendor space.

5. Event Hours
Gate opens at 8:00 AM for drive-in setup. Vendors must arrive before 9:15 AM. No drive-outs until the fair ends. Selling hours are 9:30 AM – 12:30 PM. No early selling permitted.

7.  Breakdown
Vendors must exit by 1:00 PM. If more time is required, park outside. Vendors must remove all trash.
8. Set-Up
Vendors must supply tents (max 13x13 ft), tables, and equipment. Outdoor event—vendors responsible for securing tents and setups.







9. Insurance
Vendors must provide liability insurance of at least $1 million, naming Grove Farm as an additional insured.

10. Health and Safety Regulations
Vendors selling pre-packaged goods are responsible for obtaining all necessary permits from the State Department of Health as well as complying with regulations related to the sampling, production, labeling, and/or safety of the product(s) offered for sale at the market. Although you may be exempt from Department of Health, we require a “Special Events Permit” (SEP) for all our vendors selling food products (pre-packaged). 

11. Market Management
Grove Farm employees will be on site and have complete authority to interpret and implement market and craft fair rules. 
12. Prohibited
Smoking, alcohol, and firearms are prohibited on site.

13. Indemnification
Vendor agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless Grove Farm against all claims arising from vendor use of space.

14. Compliance and Removal
Non-compliance may result in removal or disqualification from future events.

Only registered/approved vendors may sell/display products, and only those approved on the application.
